It has various features such as data interchange as per requirements of the client, 
requirements of book acquisition, reservation management, book cataloguing, search, book 
circulation, user authentication, user interface, reporting, data analysis, authorities, library 
administrative works, data storage format. The SOUL m-OPAC is a companion mobile application 
for Library automation software SOUL 3.0 which displays consolidated bibliographic data of the 
library. This application will work after configuration of the web OPAC URL of the respective 
institution who has already procured SOUL 3.0 . It provides the search functionalities (simple and 
advanced) to get the list of items. It allows users with their mobile device. The Mobile Interface of 
OPAC lets our patrons access the library anytime, anywhere. It supports meeting patrons' 
expectations with robust features common to apps they use every day.
